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HUB Provision: Our school will continue to
support pupils who are currently accessing
HUB childcare provision. However, please
note that parents should still make every
effort to care for children at home at this
time. If a HUB place is necessary, please con-
tact the school to see if there are any spaces
available.

This will outline expectations
relating to health and safety and engagement
in learning.

Check In, Catch Up, Prepare - Return to School Information

Preparing for reopening of schools for 3 weeks from 29th June, we are able to clarify a
few key points.

Drop off and Pick up points. The old school entrance where children normally come in
for breakfast club will be the entrance for drop off and pick up. There will be a one way
system that comes in up the zigzags and leaves through the car park gate.

Class groupings: Pupils will be in small groups, within an allocated classroom. They will
remain in this classroom and group for the whole school session, or they may be in-
volved in outdoor activities with the same group.

Social Distancing: All members of the school community will be expected to adhere to
social distancing rules and we will be supporting your child to understand what this
means for them, their peers, and their teachers. Social distancing signage around the
school will help to remind everyone of these expectations. We kindly request that you
respect this when dropping off and collecting your child, as we need to take every
measure to minimise people gathering outside the school. For everyone@ safety, visi-
tors to school will be strictly monitored and will only be permitted for essential/
emergency reasons. School arrival and departure times will be staggered in as much as
all HUB children will need to arrive between 8am and 8.30am. Check —in children will
arrive for doors opening at 9am— morning session and 12.30pm afternoon session.

Hand Washing: Pupils and staff will be required to wash/sanitise their hands thoroughly
and regularly throughout the day. Correct hand washing will be modelled and super-
vised by staff, in an age appropriate manner. In addition, dedicated hand sanitising
stations will be available around school.

%/tﬂ( sEations: Every child will be allocated their own desk and chair space and will need
0 work within this space, unless they are working outdoors. Each child will be given a
pack of resources in school, solely for their use. Please do not send in unnecessary
items from home.

Cleaning: Cleaning regimes will be significantly enhanced, with regular cleaning of fre-
quently touched surfaces, door handles, toilets etc.

Clothing/uniform: Pupils & A f fe exp@téld to wear uniform. Guidance suggests that
pupils wear clothing that is suitable for the school environment, comfortable and easily
washable. Ideally, clothing worn to school should be washed on returning home.

Food and drink: All school kitchens in the county will be closed this term. Therefore, all
pupils attending the HUB will need to bring in their own packed lunch, snacks and drink .
Check-in, Catch-up children will not need lunch but may bring a snack if required.
There will be facilities for filling water bottles.

Attendance: If parents choose not to send their children to school, this decision will be
respected. Welsh Government have stated no fines will be issued at this time. Distance
learning will continue for all pupils and it is vital that pupils engage with this. Pupils
who are in receipt of a shielding letter should not attend school.

Symptomatic Pupils: If a pupil shows symptoms of Covid-19 whilst in school, there will
be an isolation room made available for them. Parents will be contacted and expected
to collect their child from school immediately. All areas where this person has been will
be identified and a thorough clean down will occur prior to reoccupation, in line with
Welsh Government guidance.lt is vital that no child is sent to school if they feel unwell;
have any of the three identified COVID-19 symptoms (a new continuous cough, a high
temperature or loss of taste or smell); or if they, or a member of the household, have
tested positive for COVID-19 in the past 14 days.
